For each property:

e an unlimited number of residents on the state roll may be enrolled and
¢ a maximum of two ratepayers (not on the state roll) may be enrolled (whether
owners, occupiers or corporation representatives).

A person is entiled to be enrolled and vote only once for a particular council,
regardless of how many entitlements they have (however, they can vote for more than
one council if they have an entitiement in each).

Ownership of a single car parking space, boat mooring or small-sized storage unit
does not confer an entitiement to vote.
