9.	Entries must be submitted no 
later than Friday 27 June 2025.

10.	Entries will not be returned.

11.	 The judges’ decision is final, 
and no correspondence will be 
entered into. 

12.	Copyright remains with  
the author.

13.	City of Port Phillip reserves 
the right to retain copies of 
the works and to reproduce 
them in consultation with the 
writer. Stories may be edited for 
grammar and spelling.

14.	Works over the word limit 
or deemed R+ rated by the 
judges will not be accepted 
or published in the Port Phillip 
Writes publication.

15.	A 50-word maximum biography 
on the author (written in the 
third person) must be supplied 
with each entry.

16.	A coloured head shot 
photograph of the author must 
be supplied for publication. 
Please ensure that the photo 
is in high quality resolution 
and includes only head and 
shoulders.
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
